• VU Amsterdam will apply for your 
visa and/or residence permit with 
the Dutch Immigration Service (IND)

• September intake: Start your 
application in April. Deadline is 1 
June.

• February intake: Start your 
application in October. Deadline is 1 
December.

• Immigration fee of €275 (not 
applicable to provider Semester 
students)

Dashboard: step by step

1. Log in to you Dashboard: https://vu.nl/en/dashboard

2. Select “Complete Registration” under Apps and pages

3. Confirm your participation by clicking on “Accept/Decline”. The Visa form will now be available for you to complete.

3. Click on “Apply” and fill out a short form. 

4. After the form is submitted you can proceed to pay the visa fee through the online payment tool
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VisaCare: step by step

• Once you access VisaCare you will need to confirm your student details 
and accept the terms and conditions. 

• You will be asked to select your source(s) of financial means:
• My source(s) of financial means 
• I have a scholarship (upload a copy of your scholarship letter) – Semester Abroad students: select this option if your provider pays your fees

• I have money on my own bank account (upload a copy of your own bank statement, or/and US Loan Award Letter)
• I have a financier who supports me (upload sponsor documents, including their bank statement)
• I will make a deposit on your bank account (upload proof of transfer)

• After that a To Do`s page will be generated. You can see there what 
documents you are required to submit and which boxes you need to tick.
